c. Soaces are assigned on a first come, first serve basis when youmaoleshtry form
are received.

a.LOCATION, EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIESDCooks are expected to provide their
own propane cook stovesock potsserving utensilspots,fire extinguisheretc. Tables,
tasting cups, napkins and spoons will be provided to the cooks.

Each cook is expected to utilize safe and clean stoves and other equipment. The cooking
and warmingarea mustbe safe and clean working environmgnt

b. CHILI WILL BE COOKED OFFSITE B Chili must be prepad before the event and
transportedo theSmoke on the Water Chili CodRff site in a stainless steel stockpot
Contestants are required to make a minimunife(3) gallons of chili This is
importantso that we will have samples for paying customers. You will be required to
keep your chili wam with the use of a crogfot or other warming equipmerilectricity
will be provided to you with prior arrangements made to the Chili Gaiblstaff (please
bring a 50 ft.heavy dutyextensioncord).

c. ALLOWABLE INGREDIENTSDBCHhili is defined many different ways. Some of the
ingredients such as spices, chili pepper, and beans are to the cooks' preference.
Commercial chili powder is permissible, however cortmmmercial chilmixes (Ojust
add meatO mixes that contain-preasured spices) are NOT permittsd.
condiments/toppings (i.e. cheese, sour cream, scallions, onions, etc.) will be allowed on
chilies to be judged. Entrants may serve condiments/toppiitigsheir chili served to

the public.

d. SANITATION BCooks are to prepare and cook chili in as sanitary a manner as
possible. Please refer to tBeaufortCounty Health Department guidelines for more
information.



e. ONE CHILIPER ENTRYDEach head aik is responsible for preparing one pot of
chili that he/she intends to pedged and turning in one judging cup from that pot.
Rotary providedudgeassistant will takene judging sample fromny one potThe
judging sample will be randomly numberedthgjudgeassisant and delivered to the
judges by the judgassistantCooks argequiredto prepare at leastd@allons of chili for
the cookoff.

f. CHILI TURN-IN B Chili will be turned in at the place and time designated by the head
judge.

g. JUDGING CRITERIA BThere are a few general attributes or characteristics of chili
that each chili judge will be evaluatingy.single score will be computed for each entry
that takes into consideratidime fourcriteria for scoring chili:

¥ Aroma - Chili should smk good. This also indicates what is in store when you
taste it.

¥ Consistency- Chili must have a good ratio between sauce and meat. It should not
be dry, watery, grainy, lumpy, or greasy.

¥ Taste- Taste, above all else is the most important factor. The sastuld consist
of the combination of the meat, peppers, spices, etc, with no particular ingredient
being dominant, but rather a blend of the flavors.

¥ Aftertaste DBite or aftertaste is the heat created by the various types of chili
peppers and chili spés.Chili should leave a pleasant aftertaste.

6. PENALTIES

Failure to comply with coclboff rules is subject to disqualification of that entry. The
decision ofthe official(s) is final. In the case of disqualification, the official monitoring
the cookoff must immediatelyotify the head cook and give a reason for the
disqualification.

7. EVENT POLICIES

¥ Pets and Coolers not permitted
¥ NO refunds

8. PROCEEDS
